Farm controls on biosecurity measures — spring 2018

Carried out by animal health specialists from county
veterinary centre

Total number of farms inspected: 132, from which 128
kept pigs

Purpose of the farm controls

— to inspect if compulsory biosecurity measures are

implemented correctly (feed, biosecurity plan,
disinfection barrier etc)

16 farms received precept, mainly because of disinfection
barrier and efficiency

After the follow-up inspection all pig farms were in
accordance with the requirements from the national law



Passive surveillance of domestic pigs

e ASF strategy for Eastern Part of the EU:

— Each week, virological testing of at least the first two

deaths (post weaning pigs or pigs older than 2
months)

— In 2018 we have tested 1305 dead domestic pigs from
the pig farms. All pigs have been ASF negative.
